DETAILED ITINERARY

DAY 0 DELHI - SHIMLA

Meet at the meeting point in Delhi’s Kashmere Gate/
R K Ashram 30 mins prior to the Boarding Time(6 PM).

Overnight journey from Delhi to Shimla in Volvo.



DAY 1 SHIMLA - CHITKUL

Today morning, we will reach Shimla, and the adventure
begins.

Hit the roads and move towards Chitkul from Shimla.

Travel along the Sutlej river, from which you will take a
right turn towards Chitkul, following the Baspa river.

Chitkul is the last inhabited village before the
IndoChina border.

Check in to your hotel in Rakcham, followed by dinner.



DAY 2 CHITKUL - TABO

A�er breakfast we will go to explore the Chitkul village.

You can also trek down to the riverside or enjoy some
maggi at the last dhaba of India.

We will then move towards Tabo and on the way, halt at
the Khab Sangam (confluence of Sutlej and Spiti river).

Post that we will have lunch at Nako.

Today we will enter Spiti Valley from Sumdo border. 

We will be staying in a homestay in Tabo where
you can enjoy home cooked meal.



DAY 3 TABO - DHANKAR - KAZA

Tabo is a very mystical village which has a history of more
than 1,025 years.

You can also trek down to the riverside or enjoy some
maggi at the last dhaba of India.

A�er breakfast we will visit the nearby Tabo Monastery
which is know as the Ajanta of the Himalayas and caves. 

A�erwards we will visit Dhankar monastery and then head
towards Kaza (Headquarter of Spiti), where we will be
staying for the following days.



DAY 4 KAZA - LANGZA - HIKKIM- KOMIC

A�er enjoying the delicious local breakfast at the homestay,
get ready to explore the highest post o�ce in the world in
Hikkim.

A�er posting a few letters to the loved ones we'll then visit
the Komic Village (the world’s highest village) & Langza
(the fossil village of India). 

Come back to Kaza by evening and explore the market.

Enjoy dinner at the stay.



DAY 5 KAZA - KEY - KIBBER - CHICHAM

Today, we will visit the Famous Key Monastery which is
build on a mountain hill. 

It was founded by Dromtön, a pupil of the famous teacher,
Atisha, in the 11th century.

Post Key, we will visit Chicham Bridge (Asia’s highest
bridge).

Then we will head towards Kibber village which is famous
for spotting snow leopards. 

Come back and enjoy some local home-cooked dinner.



DAY 6 KAZA - KALPA

Today Morning marks our last day at Kaza.

A�er an early breakfast, we move towards Kalpa via Gue,
where you will visit the Gue Monastery and a 500-year-old
mummy.

We will take a quick halt at Nako for lunch.

Explore Rekong Peo Market.

Reach Kalpa and check into your hotel rooms.

Enjoy your dinner and then rewind.

Wake up to the view of the magnificent Kinner Kailash Peak.

Post breakfast we will explore Kalpa and visit nearby
suicide point.

Move towards Shimla to catch an evening bus to Delhi.
